There will also be the opportunity
to increase your step count by climbing Thorpe Cloud



on Maundy Thursday afternoon, a walk of witness in
Ashbourne on Good Friday and a morning walk in the
Milldale area on Holy Saturday.

We know from the gospel accounts that Jesus walked
a lot with others. As he walked, he talked with his
disciples and companions. Walking and talking go
together. They enable us to build and grow
relationships with one another, to discuss the simple
things of life (the weather) or try and put the world to
rights (good luck with that). We can share the joys of
life as well as some of the challenges that are
burdening us, whilst also benefitting from time spent
in the beauty of creation. It enables us to slow down a
little rather than rushing to the next thing.

Easter is not far away now but let us take our time to
get there; preparing our hearts, souls and minds to be
ready to celebrate that Jesus is risen.

A few seasonal thoughts!

‘Grandad, what’s best- winter, spring or summer?’
(looks like autumn was overlooked in my grandson’s
school....) I thought for a moment and answered
diplomatically that each was best in its own way.
Which is true, of course. But actually, if I had to come
off the fence, I would go with spring. More pointedly
so, perhaps, now living in the country where we are
surrounded by new life in the hedgerows, the fields
and trees- in fact, wherever you look. In spring, birds
seem to sing more loudly and the brighter days last
longer. I am a (very) amateur gardener and planting
seeds and watching for new shoots gives me so much
pleasure, even if (generally) germination is less than
predicted on Gardeners’ World. My gardening
technique is simple: plants lots of different things each
year and something will be brilliant and can be
admired throughout the summer, and just simply
ignore all the rest which got eaten, failed to fruit or
flower or died through either over or under watering.
Last year the broad beans and sweet peas were
memorable, but the less said about the courgettes and
mangetouts the better.

But I also prefer spring to winter as the Christian
festival associated with winter, Christmas, has
become so commercialised that we seem to spend all
our time planning for it, spending copious amounts of
money and generally getting stressed about family and
other social relationships . As a result, its religious
significance generally takes a back seat- if present at
all for the majority. Whereas Lent and Easter itself are
still primarily focussed on Christ’s journey leading to



Good Friday and the resurrection. Putting Ashbourne’s
Shrove Tuesday and Ash Wednesday ‘events’ to one
side.

Whichever way you look at it, Jesus was a good man.
He didn’t compromise. Lived simply. Cared for and
respected whoever he met. Preached a gospel based
on love and not religious practice. Spoke truth to
power. And that meant that those in power, both faith
and political leaders, found him a huge threat. A
disturbance. An unwanted challenge. So, he had to be
removed from the scene. And removed he was. In
the standard, horribly cruel, way of the time. But
what was truly revolutionary was the resurrection.

The resurrection will, of course, mean different things
to different people. But let me share with you the one
thing, simple but profound, about which I am certain.
That on that first Easter Day, Christ showed that death
is not final. The resurrection demonstrates
unequivocally that there is life after death- whatever
that life might be. Life on this earth is transitory, but
life itself is eternal. That the Angel of Death had
indeed become the Angel of Life. Death is not the
end, but a beginning of something different. Of
something new. A much more profound version of
spring.

Jesus Dies

Later, Jesus knew that everything had now been
finished.

One was of the actress Barbara Stanwyck, who in the
latter stages of her life, played in a series called, "The
Thorn Birds", made in 1983, which, I am sure, many of
you watched.

time, and I watched a few episodes in late evening,
when on the sofa, keeping away from Ann and Adam as
we were all coughing and spluttering at the time, and
sleeping separately was the only way we could get a
modicum of sleep.

I found out on the "Discovering” programme, she had
to be "aged" under make up, as her complexion was so
good at the time despite how old she was when in that
series. Better, it was stated than the lead male of the
series, and heart throb of that film and era, Richard
Chamberlain!

One of the series, which I watched when it was on last
week was Dean Martin, the singer and actor.

One of the facts presented was that he is the only
celebrity with three "stars" on the Hollywood Boulevard
of fame, one for acting, one for his television series,
and for his singing.

I also found out that he was very loyal, helpful,
trustworthy and honest to his profession and his fellow
actors.

When filming "Something's got to give" ,with Marylyn
Monroe. She left the set in the midst of filming as she
was under stress that she had in the latter part of her
life. The Director wanted to sack her, and start again.
Dean Martin refused to act without her, filming was held
up while Dean Martin went to find her, found her and
helped her through her crisis at that time, and the film
was finished.

Later when preparing for another film, a spoof "James
Bond" with Dean Martin, as "Matt Helm" as the "James
Bond" Character, the cast was set and filming was
started, but into the shoot, the star, Sharron Tate, was
found murdered, with a few others at that time, by the
serial killer, Charles Manson.

Again the Director, wanted to re cast and start again,
but Dean Martin refused to take part and the film was
scrapped.



I was very impressed with this insight in the life of Dean
Martin, for all I knew of him at one time was his acting
and singing, and, now, to hear of Dean Martin's honesty
and loyalty throughout his life to his fellow actors, and
it, in turn, made me think and question myself!

"How honest and loyal and trustworthy are we, One, to
our Faith, Two, to our God, and Three, to our fellow
man?"

A well known speaker started off his seminar by
holding up a £20 note. In the room of about 200 he
asked ‘Who would like this £20 note?’

Hands started going up. He said ‘I am going to give
this £20 note to one of you but first let me do this’. He
proceeded to crumple the note up. He then asked
‘Who still wants it?’ Still the hands were in the air.

‘Well” he continued, ‘What if I do this?’" And he dropped
it on the ground and started to grind it into the floor
with his shoe. He picked it up all crumpled and dirty,
‘Now who still wants it?” Still the hands went in the air.

‘My friends - you have all learnt a valuable lesson.

No matter what I did to the money, you still wanted it
because it did not decrease in value. It was still worth
£20. Many times in our lives, we are dropped,
crumpled, and ground into the dirt by the decisions we
make and the circumstances that come our way. We
feel as though we are worthless.

But no matter what has happened or what will happen,
you will never lose your value in God’s eyes.
